Provisions of the International Intellectual Property Olympiad
for high school students
1. General Provisions
1.1. The present provisions of the International Intellectual Property Olympiad for high school students (hereinafter – Provisions) specify the procedure details of the International Intellectual Property Olympiad (hereinafter – Olympiad) for students of educational institutions aged 14-18, its organizational and methodological support, the order of events in the Olympiad and the choice of its winners.

1.2. The main objectives of the Olympiad are: developing creativity in young people, upgrading their intellectual and legal competence, promoting intellectual property, fostering respect for creators and rightholders and bringing together talented young people throughout the world.

1.3. The Organizers of the Olympiad are: the Russian Federal Service for Intellectual Property (Rospatent), the Russian State Academy of Intellectual Property (RSAIP), the Chamber of Commerce and Industry of the Russian Federation, the Eurasian Patent Office (EAPO) and the Russian Authors Society (RAS) (hereinafter – Olympiad Organizers). The Olympiad is held under the auspices of the World Intellectual Property Organization (WIPO), Ministry of education and science of Russian Federation, education administration bodies, patent office of Russian Federation and other countries.

1.4. The Olympiad is an annual event for high school students of comprehensive schools, lyceums and colleges held from 1 September to 15 May.

2. Organizational and methodological support of the Olympiad
2.1. To conduct the Olympiad its organizers form the Organizing Committee, the Thematic Board and the Jury of the Olympiad. 
2.2. The Olympiad is coordinated by the Organizing Committee of the Olympiad.
2.3. The Organizing Committee of the Olympiad:
- establishes procedure rules of the Olympiad;
- conducts the Olympiad;
- forms the Thematic Board and the Jury of the Olympiad;
- sums up the results at each stage of the Olympiad;
- approves the list of winners of the Olympiad;
- the Chairman of the Organizing Committee awards diplomas to the winners of the Olympiad.
2.4. The Thematic Board of the Olympiad:
- works out assignments for every stage of the Olympiad;

- works out criteria and techniques of assignment assessment for every stage of the Olympiad;
 -presents suggestions on improvements concerning the Olympiad to the Organizing Committee.

2.5. The Jury of the Olympiad:
- checks and assesses the assignments performed by the participants of the Olympiad;
- decides on the winners of the Olympiad.

3. The procedure details of the Olympiad
3.1 The Olympiad is conducted in three stages (rounds) in the form of open absentia and closed on-site competitions at the support of educational institutions, government agencies, and intellectual property offices of member countries of the Olympiad;
3.2 To participate in the Olympiad one is to register at the site of RSAIP Olympiad (www.olimpiada-rgiis.ru).
3.3 Those registered are entitled to participate in the first round (performing a test). 

3.4 The Organizing Committee of the Olympiad chooses the participants with the best results in the first round, for them to participate in the second round.
3.5 The participants of the second round perform a creative assignment (writing an essay) and forward it to the Organizing Committee (the themes of the creative assignment are provided by the Organizing Committee).
3.6 The Jury of the Olympiad registers the points scored by the participants of the Olympiad in the second round (with due account for the criteria of assessment worked out by the Thematic Board).
3.7 The Organizing Committee of the Olympiad sums up the results of the second round and draws up a list of finalists (participants of the third round). The third round of the Olympiad (the final) is conducted in three stages.
3.8. The first stage is performing a creative assignment – writing an essay (the theme is approved by the Thematic Board). 
3.9. The second stage is giving an oral presentation of the creative assignment (the essay) in Russian and English.
3.10. The third stage is a business game comprising intellectual property issues.
3.11. The winners of the Olympiad are decided on by the Organizing Committee in accordance with the results of the third round of the Olympiad.
3.12. The winners and the finalists of the Olympiad as well as their tutors are awarded diplomas, certificates and presents.
3.13. The final of the Olympiad includes additional activities, such as lectures, training courses, cultural program, meetings with leading specialists in the field of intellectual property, law, economics and finance, round table discussions, promotion actions of both publishing houses issuing periodicals and those specialized in law and economics, and a festive awarding ceremony.
3.14. The information about the winners of the Olympiad is available on web-sites of the Organizers of the Olympiad.
4. Financial backing of the Olympiad
4.1. The Olympiad is financed by the Organizers of the Olympiad at the expense of its sponsors’ and charities’ contributions. Charging fees for participating in the Olympiad is not acceptable.
4.2. Expenses for conducting the third round of the Olympiad (travelling, accommodation, catering of the finalists and people accompanying them) are born by the Organizing Committee, provided the sponsors’ financial backing is available.
4.3. In case of unavailability of the sponsors’ financial backing, the final of the Olympiad may be conducted in absentia.
